The History of Immaculate Conception/St. Mary’s
Parish over the past 150 years.
Taken from writings by Dr. Richard Driessel

The first school erected in the town was
opened in 1850 and was known as the Barton
School. The school was sponsored by Father Rehrl
who was the founder of the St. Agnes Order of Sis-
ters. These nuns taught in this school until 1868 and
then moved to Fond du Lac.

In 1868, Father John Baptist Reindl estab-
lished another Catholic School as part of the con-
gregation. The location of the first school house is
not definitely known, but it might have been in the
building across the street from the present school.
The first teachers were Mr. Wilhelmi in 1869, Mr.
Kensten in 1872, and Mr. Munich in 1875.

Father Charles Schilling was pastor for one
month in 1870. In March 1870, Father Michael
Ruckengruber was named pastor and served until
October 1888. In September 1875 plans were dis-
cussed for a new school building. A “harvest gather-
ing” was held at Potter’s woods and another in
Koenings hall in October to solicit funds. Bids were
requested in January of 1876 and construction was
started by Morton and Sonntag, builders. And so the
“old portion” of the current school was built.....
