The History of Immaculate Conception/St. 

Mary’s Parish over the past 150 years 
Taken from writings by Dr. Richard Driessel 

 St. Mary’s (Barton School) was built in 1876 
and was erected at a cost of $8,400. It was described 
as an Italianate style school-a brick building of two 
stories, 30 x 50 feet, with high ceilings and a man-
sard roof. The first floor had school rooms and the 
second floor had a meeting hall and a stage. It was 
completed in August in time for the annual school 
fair which featured a dramatic presentation by the 
Casino Society, declamations by “the little one” and 
singing by the Duetscher Maennerverein of Milwau-
kee. 
 From 1876 to 1881, Mr. L. F. Wortman 
taught in one room and is said to have had as many 
as 90 students. The curriculum consisted of reading, 
writing, spelling, grammar, penmanship, history, ge-
ography, arithmetic, catechism and bible history. 
 The original part of the Barton school is still 
in existence and still in use as part of the current 
school. It has been reported in the past that St. 
Mary’s is the third oldest Catholic school building in 
the United States that is still in use as a school today.
