The History of Immaculate Conception/St. Mary’s
Parish over the past 150 years.
Taken from writings by Dr. Richard Driessel

The convent adjoining the school was built in
1881 and the School Sisters of Notre Dame arrived
and assumed the teaching duties. The writing materi-
als were slate and white chalk. School was held from
9:00 to 12:00 in the morning with a fifteen minute
recess. Lunch was from 12:00 to 1:00 with class re-
suming at 1:00 to 4:00 with a fifteen minute recess
again in the afternoon. The teaching in the school
was mainly in German. In 1889, a state law was
passed which required teaching in the English lan-
guage, but because of the large German population,
writing in German script continued to be taught
along with English until at least 1922.

From 1887 until 1911 there was only one
classroom. Two were added in 1911 and in 1922
there still were only three rooms. They no doubt
were crowded by today’s standards, but the Sisters
seemed to have been effective in both teaching and
in preserving discipline. In 1897 there were 99 stu-
dents from 98 families , taught by three sisters. Be-
tween 1921 and 1929, registration ranged from 160
to 172, with the greatest number in 1924. To be con-
tinued....

The roles are ours
at different points in our lives. We shouldn’t
hesitate to see ourselves in this story.
