The History of Immaculate Conception/St. 
Mary’s Parish over the past 150 years. 
Taken from writings by Dr. Richard Driessel 
 A clock was installed in the church tower in 
1875. It is said that the clock was made by Sebastian 
Hirschboek, who was known for making, repairing 
and selling boots and shoes. In 1876 the clock was 
not working, but was repaired promptly. The impor-
tance of the church was evident in 1876 when the 
1000 pound church bell cracked. It was removed 
from the tower as soon as was possible, shipped to 
St. Louis for repair, and was returned to the tower in 
a few weeks 
 On May 10, 1881, Rev. Michael Ruckengru-
ber left on a trip for 3 1/2 months. On May 19, he 
boarded the ship “State of Georgia” and landed in 
Glasgow, Scotland on May 31st. The Rev. P. Nico-
laus, a Capuchin from Milwaukee, was the substitute 
pastor while he was away. Father Ruckengruber re-
turned on Sept. 23 from his trip to Europe. To be 
continued…..
