The History of Immaculate Conception/St.

Mary’s Parish over the past 150 years.
Taken from chronicles of the School Sisters of
Notre Dame and writings by Dr. Richard Dressel

The present brick rectory done in the Italian-
ate style was built under Fr. Ruckengruber in 1882 at
a cost of $3,500. History papers indicate the begin-
ning of “the Catholic school in Barton by Father
Rehrl” was in 1850, thus the school predates the
church. The present school built in 1876 had a con-
vent added onto it in 1881 under Fr. Ruckengruber.

The following School Sisters of Notre Dame
were assigned on April 26th: Sr. Mary Guido Stem-
mer, Sr. Mary Paula Walter, a novice and the candi-
date, Katherine Enders. The school year commenced
on April 27th with 107 children. On May 8, the chil-
dren made their first Holy Communion. Because of
the large German population in the area, teaching
was mainly in German, even after an 1889 state law
was passed, which required teaching in English in all
schools. In 1922, catechism, bible history and writ-
ing were still taught in both English and German,
although that ended soon after. To be continued...
