While our own faith may 
wax and wane, we are called to keep Easter 
close to our hearts throughout the year and 

let its message buoy our faith.

The History of Immaculate Conception/St. 
Mary’s Parish over the past 150 years. 
Taken from chronicles of the School Sisters of 
Notre Dame and writings by Dr. Richard Driessel 
 The nearly 19 years during Fr. Michael Ruck-
engruber’s tenure were a time of vigorous growth. 
Not only were the convent and rectory built, but as 
further evidence of the exceedingly healthy and pros-
perous condition of the parish, the congregation 
owned a block of ten lots in one of the finest loca-
tions in Barton, on which it was proposed to erect a 
handsome new church, for which $3,000 in cash was 
already on hand. 
 In 1888, Oct. 11, Fr. Ruckengruber was trans-
ferred to Milwaukee. On the eve of his departure, the 
people of West Bend and Barton had a torch-light 
procession accompanied with music to the parish 
house to extend their thanks and to say goodbye. 
Songs of departure were sung and leave taking 
speeches made. The school children also took part. 
On Oct. 17, Rev. Peter Stupfel was appointed to his 
place and was also received in a joyful manner with 
songs of welcome and speeches.
