The History of Immaculate Conception/St.

Mary’s Parish over the past 150 years.
Taken from writings by Dr. Richard Driessel

In October, 1937, Father Fridolin Walter, for-
mer professor of church music at St. Francis Semi-
nary, Milwaukee, was appointed Pastor.

In 1939 the Lourdes Shrine on Jefferson St.,
next to the rectory, was built by Alex and John
Knoeck, using rocks cleared from their land and that
of other parishioners. The statue of Our Lady was
donated by the Nathan Nigh family and the school
children donated the statue of Bernadette.

Father Walter remained in Barton until his
death in January 1945, when Father Arthur
Baerthlein was named temporary pastor, until May
1945 when Father Oswald F. Ullrich was assigned.

The statue of the Sacred Heart, which stood
between the church and rectory before the new build-
ing was erected as memorial to the Reverend Robert
J. Kircher by his parents, after Father Kircher’s death
in 1951.

Physical Education at St. Mary’s School
Physical Education has changed over the years. No
longer do you find the whole class period being used
to play dodge ball. The subject has grown to include
wellness, lifetime fitness and skill development.
Some of the skills that are being taught are: throwing
and catching, kicking, striking with hand or racquet
and the many different ways to move. When moving,
more emphasis is given to the speed, fast and slow
and to the way they can move. Walking with hands
on their head, then with hands on their toes is an ex-
ample.

At St. Mary’s School, the three and four-year-old
Kindergarten have physical education for a thirty
minute period during the week. The 5-year-old Kin-
dergarten, first, second and third grade have the class
for 40 minutes two times a week. Upper grades have
physical education for 45 minutes twice a week. The
units change every three or four weeks.

Activities will have all the students moving for most
of the time. Students should not have to wait for their
turn to try an activity. For example, while one stu-
dent is jumping rope, their partner is riding around
the gym on a scooter.
