The History of Immaculate Conception/St. Mary’s 
Parish over the past 150 years. Taken from the 
West Bend News and Catholic Herald Citizen 1957 
 On Sunday, Sept, 29, 1957, St. Mary’s cele-
brated its 100th Anniversary. There was a Mass of 
Thanksgiving at 9:30 am, followed by a family style 
turkey and beef dinner in the parish hall from 11 to 2 
pm and from 4 to 6 pm, with games and refreshments 
throughout the afternoon. 
 The official religious observance of the cen-
tenary took place on Sunday, Dec. 8, the Feast of the 
Immaculate Conception. There was a solemn high 
mass at 11 am with Archbishop Albert G. Meyer pre-
siding and preaching at both the morning service and 
at the 3:30 confirmation service. A 100th birthday 
anniversary banquet for members and guests of the 
parish was served at 12:30 pm on that date. 
 Under the direction of Architects Herbst 
Jacoby and Herbst of Milwaukee, and the guidance 
of Fr. Oswald Ullrich, plans for a $125,000 six room 
school addition was being drawn up. The school en-
rollment totaled 250 pupils. The new unit was sched-
uled to open in September 1958.
