The History of Immaculate Conception/St.

Mary’s Parish over the past 150 years
Taken from the West Bend News and Catholic Her-
ald Citizen 1959

In July 1959, Fr. Charles Wester was ap-
pointed as the first associate pastor at St. Mary’s

Archbishop William E. Cousins officiated at
the solemn blessing ceremonies of the new school
addition at 3:30 pm on Sunday, Sept. 6, 1959. Assist-
ing the archbishop were Fr. Oscar Winninghoff, as
deacon (St. Aloysius-West Allis) and a priest son of
the parish; Fr Mathew Urban as sub-deacon (St. Mi-
chael’s and St. John’s Washington County; Fr Raph-
ael Fliss, as Master of Ceremonies; Fr Ullrich, pas-
tor; and Fr. Wester, assistant pastor. The Young La-
dies choir was directed by Sister Mary Simon
(Helen) for the services.

A luncheon was served in the church hall at
5:00 following the blessing ceremony. Guests in-
cluded the clergy, teachers, choir members, ushers,
officials of the congregation, and officers of the par-
ish societies including Holy Name, Christian Moth-
ers and Altar, Young ladies and St. Josephs societies.
