The History of Immaculate Conception/St. 
Mary’s Parish over 150 years. 
Taken from writings by Dr. Richard Driessel 
 Fr. Oscar Ullrich retired in January 1966. He 
was succeeded by Fr. Raymond McDermott who 
came to St. Mary’s in March 1966. In July of 1966, 
the associate pastor, Fr. Charles Wester was trans-
ferred to St. Andrew’s church in Delavan. Fr. Joseph 
Hornacek was appointed to take his place. 
 Fr. McDermott stayed until April 13, 1967 
when Fr. George J. Schumann was appointed by 
Archbishop Cousins. 
 On June 17, 1968, the work began of remod-
eling and redecorating the church. The three ornate 
altars were removed to change the interior of the 
church from the baroque style of the 18th century 
into a simple modern style. The soft blending of col-
ors created a feeling of warmth and devotion, empha-
sizing the Gothic lines of the church. 
 In 1969, Fr. Hornacek was replaced by Fr. 
Thomas Orth as associate pastor. The parish mem-
bership was approximately 600 families  at this time.
