The History of Immaculate Conception/St. 
Mary’s Parish over the past 150 years. 
Taken from the West Bend News and school his-
tory. 
 In 1972, Fr. Thomas Orth was replaced by Fr. 
Jerome Wagner as associate pastor. 
 Catholic schools week in 1976 celebrated the 
nation’s bi-centennial and also the school’s centen-
nial. A commemorative Mass was said in honor of 
the school structure being in continuous use for 100 
years. Three former students returned as priests to 
join Fr. Schumann in the celebration-Fr. Al Van 
Beek, Fr. Dennis Van Beek and Fr. Donald Schmidt. 
Each gave a short homily telling what St. Mary’s 
school meant to him as preparation for his priestly 
life. A fourth priest alumnus, Fr. David Matenaer, 
was unable to attend. 
 In 1976, the school had 8 classrooms with 
grades 1 thru 8. Two other rooms in the old section 
of the building were now a central library/learning 
center and a science room. There were 7 lay teachers, 
one teaching nun and the principal, Sr. Connie. There 
was a full capacity of 245 full time students, with a 
waiting list. The religious education program accom-
modated approximately 350 other children of the 
parish attending public schools. To be continued….
