The History of Immaculate Conception/St. 
Mary’s Parish over the past 150 years. 
Taken from the Catholic Herald and parish history. 
 By 1987, the parish population had grown to 
around 1,000 families. A building committee was 
organized to draw up specifications to increase the 
seating capacity of the church from 350 to 500. Be-
cause St. Mary’s was a historical landmark, the main 
concern was to maintain harmony between the origi-
nal church and the addition. 
 In August 1987, ground was broken for a 
$900,000 brick, Gothic style edition to the church. It 
included two wings, an elevator and ramps for the 
handicapped, a full-size gym with a stage, balcony, 
and locker rooms. A large music room was added  
next to the existing parish hall in the basement, along 
with a tunnel providing a passageway from the 
school to the church. Brick from the original walls 
were placed on the exterior of the new addition. The 
stained glass windows were also salvaged and used. 
Pastor Fr. John Furtmann remarked with pride, 
“Many parishioners volunteered their talents in the 
remodeling project.” 
 Archbishop Rembert G, Weakland presided 
at a 4:30 pm liturgy on Saturday, May 21, 1988 for 
the dedication.
