The History of Immaculate Conception/St.

Mary’s Parish over the past 150 years.

In 1983, Fr. Robinson was replaced by Fr.
Reinard Klingeisen as associate pastor. He stayed at
St. Mary’s until 1987, No associate pastor replaced
him when he left. Terri Schiller and Dan Schroeder
began serving as Pastoral Associates.

In June 1991, Father Patrick Wendt was as-
signed as the 21st pastor of St. Mary’s. Deacon Don
Lydolph followed by Deacon Ralph Horner assisted
with some of the duties. Fr. Pat Wendt served as pas-
tor until 2003.

Due to a shortage of priests, Mr. Richard
Harter was assigned to St. Mary’s in the capacity of
Parish Director. This was the first time since 1857
that there was not a priest pastor. Fr. Robert Bales,
retired priest, assisted the parish with sacramental
duties. Other neighboring parish priests also filled in
when needed.

Mr. Harter was replaced in July 2005 when
Fr. Michael F. Moran was assigned as the current
pastor.

On his journey to
Jerusalem, g 1\ the disciples
noticed that JlE Jesus was a
man of constant
prayer. So = one day the
disciples asked
Jesus, "Lord, teach

us to pray just as John taught his
disciples.”" Jesus then teaches his disciples
what we call today the ‘Our Father’ prayer.
Like Abraham's prayer to God, this prayer
is bold. It acknowledges our total
dependency on God, challenges us to
forgive others, and speaks of “the final
test.” Jesus then goes on to elaborate
what he means with this simple prayer. Be
persistent in your prayers to God; God will
listen. Do not be afraid to ask, seek and
knock on the door; God will respond with
the gift of the Holy Spirit.
