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The Columbian Society was formed in 1876
for the purpose of creating wholesome activities such
as music and dramatics for young unmarried men. It
actively sponsored concerts by such groups as the St.
Francis Seminary Choir for many years.

The Casino Society was in existence even
before that and was organized to present dramatics.

Father Ruhmann organized the St. Aloysius
Society for young men. The Married Ladies Soci-
ety was one of the oldest for women. A Young La-
dies Society began later.

The St. Joseph Benevolent Society which
was organized on November 18, 1867 was one of the
most active. It provided socialization, spirituality and
insurance for its members. In December 1885, offi-
cers were President, Wenzel Herbst, VP, John
Jansen, Secretary, Adam Schroeder and Treasurer,
Damian Hirschboek. Currently, this society has
about 65 members. They continue to meet one a
year for breakfast on the Sunday closest to the feast
of St. Joseph in March. The present officers are
President, Ray Krell, VP, Eugene Schmidt, Secre-
tary, Eugene Otten and Treasurer, Don Graf.

In the Gospel for
this 5 1\ weekend we
hear Jesus e telling his
disciples that his
prophetic = message of
the kingdom of God will
bring about division, and

division in a very personal way: a division
within households and between family
members. Jesus very likely is speaking
here from personal experience. Luke tells
us that Jesus own kinship group in
Nazareth were “filled with fury” at his
prophetic message. Jesus and his message
of the kingdom of God created a distancing
and separating in his own family. In the
history of Israel the words of the prophet

did not "establish peace;" the words of the

prophet often brought “division."
