THE ROSE WINDOW

This ornate stained glass window which graces the 
second level of the main entrance of the church was 
dedicated by the John Knoeck family from Mara-
thon, Wisconsin. This window is lit every night and 
reflects a pretty rosy glow. The symbols of A and M 
in the window stand for “Ave Maria”. Immaculate 
Conception/St. Mary’s was established just 3 years 
after the dogma of the Immaculate Conception. The 
Knoeck families were early German settlers of the 
Barton area in 1857. They are also celebrating their 
150 years here in Wisconsin.
