I believe Pentecost is a RED-
LETTER DAY. The import of 
Pentecost is that the Spirit enables 
us to witness, to proclaim, to 
forgive, and to bring peace. By 
Christõs ascending into heaven 

and sending the Spirit, he makes his mission 
our mission. Jesus gives the Holy Spirit so that 
disciples can take up his own mission: òAs the 
Father has sent me, so I send you.ó  That 
mission is to proclaim the Gospel to all the 
world. It is the Spirit who transforms us into 
who we need to be to fulfill Jesusõ mission: the 
one Body of Christ created from diverse 
members and blessed with a diversity of gifts. 
In our Catholic experience we tend to think of 
Jesusõ mission as the mission of the 
institutional church. Pentecost reminds us that 
the mission is ours, personally. The Spirit is 
breathed into each of us and, hence, each of us 
must take up the mission of Jesus. 
 There are many aspects of the Spirit that 
delight and intrigue us. We know that in Godõs 
Spirit there is power and healing, forgiveness 
and wisdom. And yet although all these 
different facets and gifts of the Spirit present 
themselves in the pages of Sacred Scripture, 
one of the first effects of the Spirit described in 
Acts is its power to unify, unite, and bring 
people together. 
 Truly the power of the Spirit given to us 
by Jesus makes this Celebration  of Pentecost 
truly a RED-LETTER DAY.
